Assembly & Dismantling Information

The access badge and individual protection equipmen t (safety shoes, hard hats...) are
obligatory during assembly & dismantling.

General remarks about Assembly

No vehicle is authorized to enter the halls (in particular private vehicles) except for certain
heavy trucks with exceptional exemptions granted by the Organiser on site.

Empty packaging must be removed without delay and be stored by the exhib itors or their
conveyors.

It is forbidden to clutter up the stockrooms with packaging and various goods that might
constitute combustible material in the event of a fire.

By the time the Safety Commission makes their tour of inspection, installations must be
finished . The person in charge of the stand must be present for this inspection. The dates
and times will be notified to you in due course.

Requlation & Identification

Wearing the badge during the assembly (and dismantl ing) phases is obligatory. You
will receive by post your access badges to the site, which must be passed on to all your
service providers. This badge will not be valid when the show is open to the public.

A vehicle regulation system will be set up atthe e  ntrance to the Exhibition Centre.

Heavy trucks and commercial vehicles will be stoppe d, controlled and stamped with
date and time and directed by the logistics services towards your unloading area. Once
there, a steward will show you the most suitable place to park your vehicle.

You are required to have completed the identification card which will enable us to contact you
if your vehicle is creating an obstruction of any kind.

The maximum unloading time is:

Beyond the time assigned to you, if the vehicle remains in place, we will contact you to move
it.

Parking

As of Thursday 8 October, all private cars ~ must park on the specific car parks situated at
the entrance to the Exhibition Centre.



No vehicles may park in the immediate surroundings of the halls, on the movement lanes and
on the priority lanes, as they will be impounded without notice, at the expense and risk of the
exhibitor.

Apart from the period when the event is open to the public the car parks are free. There is
parking for heavy vehicles outside the Paris-Nord Villepinte Exhibition Centre to allow carriers,
subject to availability, to anticipate their arrivals at the Centre (access for exhibitor deliveries).

Dismantling

We advise you to pass on the dismantling dates and schedules to your forwarding agents,
carriers & decorators.

As for the assembly, the same access control principle will be set up for dismantling.

On the evening of the show closure, only dismantling not requiring motorized handling may
be carried out before 19h00 .

Empty packaging stored at your request will be deposited on the stands by the warehousemen
on Sunday 18 October starting at 19 h0O0 at the earlie  st.

Restoring the exhibition surface to its original st ate

It is imperative that the stands, equipment, goods and waste materials of all types (adhesives,
carpet...) be removed for the end of dismantling, on Wednesday 21 October at 12h00.

When the dismantling times have expired, the Organiser will be able, at the Exhibitor's cost
and risks, to take all measures which he will consider useful for the removal of materials and
waste remaining on the site, as well as the destruction of structures and decorations of any
type whatsoever that have not been dismantled. Any damage noted at the end of the show
will be invoiced to the exhibitor, who is also responsible for all his service providers. They will
be the subject of an invoice sent by SE Equip’Auto to the Exhibitor. The amount and detail will
be identical to what is sent by the Paris-Nord Villepinte Exhibition Centre to SE Equip’Auto. A
copy of this invoice can be given to the Exhibitor on request.

Warning against theft

The stand store rooms are not secure premises.

During Assembly & Dismantling:

Place out of sight all materials or products at risk of being stolen (plasma screens, computer
equipment, personal effects...).

_By signing his application for admission, the exhibitor has undertaken to observe the regulations in their
entirety, and to have all the clauses of the general regulations observed by everyone, decorators and
contractors.

The organiser reserves the right to have installations modified that are not compliant with the regulations and
to have the general fitter take down all installations likely to obstruct exhibitors.

This regulation has been laid down to make it possible for the public to see the show at all points of the halls
and thus make the visit more pleasurable and comfortable. The stands must respect the allocated limits and

be wide open.

All decorations and installations must be designed to so as to free the aisles completely, and not obstruct the
stands nearby, thereby allowing good visibility of the show through the stands.

When you applied to exhibit in the show, you chose either a bare surface or an equipped formula of the type
Essentiel, Confort, Prestige or Démo

The height limits do not affect the equipment on display

The height of the separations with joint stands must respect a 2,50 m maximum height from the floor
of the building (flooring included)

Stand partitions giving onto an aisle are prejudicial to neighbouring stands.
Closed off parts on each aisle must respect an opening at least or equal to 50 % and must not exceed
a height of 2,50 m from the ground of the building, all this over a maximum length of 8 metres.

Any decoration higher than 2,50 m must be set 1 m back from the aisles and joint stands

The highest point of the sign or its support, as well as the light gantries, must not exceed the height of
4,50 m or 6,00 m (depending on the area occupied) from the floor of the building.

The sign must be integrated within the limits of the stand and be set back 1,00 m from attached
stands and from the aisles.

This height limit does not affect equipment on display

An addition height of 50 cm is granted for stands located on the circumference of the hall, without a
neighbouring stand behind.

You must conform to the safety regulations when creating canopies and false ceilings

The hall pillars as well as the surrounding walls are covered with wooden cladding 3 m high.
Dressing pillars is limited to a height of 5 m from the floor of the building.
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For stands with a floor height of more than 2,50 cm, it is obligatory to create access for people with
reduced mobility. This access must have a minimal width of 0,90 m with a slope percentage of
between 2 % and 5 %.

Work attaching anything to the structures of Exhibition Centre buildings may only be carried out by the
service of the Paris Nord Villepinte Exhibition Centre (estimate on request from the exhibitor service
on +33 (0)1 48 63 30 08 — vincent.lavier@viparis.com)

Any kind of activity or business canvassing is prohibited outside the stand. Audio and video
demonstrations must not cause any disturbance or nuisance to nearby stands and must be the subject
of a request for written authorisation from the Organiser.
Exhibitors who wish to use sound effects on their stand MUST respect the following rule: the power
discharged for all the sound equipment must not exceed 80 dB(A), a value measured in a perimeter of
2,50 metres around the stand. The standards imposed for the sound system of stands are intended to
limit noise pollution for the surrounding area. We would therefore ask you to respect the sound level
indicated above and this without exception, even of short duration. Regular inspections will be carried
out while the show is open to the public.

All equipment presented in operation during the show MUST be declared to the organiser. All
presentations and demonstrations will be carried out at the entire responsibility of the exhibitor.

Any installation project for a stand with a mezzanine must be presented to the Organiser.

To accommodate a mezzanine, your stand must measure at least 150 m2 on the ground. The
mezzanine surface must not exceed 1/3 of the ground surface area with a maximum of 300 m2.

We remind you that all damage noted on the spot (holes bored in cladding, holes in the ground,

IMPORTANT :

In order to avoid any dispute, we would recommend that you submit the layout of your stand to the
organisers. The definitive set-up of your stand must be in strict conformity with the approved submission.

Safety precautions against risks of fire and resulting panic in
buildings open to the public are laid down in the decree of 25
June 1980 (General regulations). The decree dated 18
November 1987 stipulates the special precautions to be
applied in exhibition halls. The following text is made up of
extracts from these regulations to make them easier to
understand.

The Safety Commission has highly stringent standards
concerning the set-up and installation of stands (stability,
construction material, decoration, electrical fittings and so on).
All decisions taken by this commission during its inspection -
which will take place the day before or early in the morning of
the opening day - must be acted on immediately. All stand
installations must be finished by the time of this inspection
visit. The exhibitor or his representative is bound to be present
on the stand and should be able to produce all official reports
on the fire resistance/reaction of any material used.
Infringement of this regulation may result in the removal of the
material or the prohibition of the opening of the stand to
visitors.

CLASSIFICATION OF FIRE RESISTANCE OF MATERIALS
(Decree dated 30 June 1983)

Material is classified in 5 categories: MO, M1, M2, M3 and
M4. MO is fireproof material

21 - Stand framework, partitions and large furnitur e
All material in categories MO, M1, M2 or M3 (1) is authorized
for use in building the stand framework, partitions and large
furniture and fittings (case, counter, shelves and display cases,
separating screen, and so on).
- STANDARD CLASSIFICATION OF WOOD BASED
MATERIALS (Decree dated 30 June 1983).
The following materials are deemed to come under the
heading of category M3 materials:
* non-resinous solid wood 14 mm thick or more;
« resinous solid wood 18 mm thick or more;
« panels derived from wood (plywood, boarding, particle and
fibre woods) 18 mm thick or more.
WARNING:
It is strictly forbidden to place any dry equipment
whatsoever over the alleyways (structural or identi fication
banner, gangway, etc.).

22 - Wall coating material

- 221 - Wall coating

Coating (pure textile fabrics or plastic coatings) must belong to
category MO, M1 or M2 (1) and may be applied and fastened
by hooks. Different coatings (fabric, paper, plastic films) which
are very thin (1 mm maximum), since they are of medium or
high inflammability, must be glued using their whole surface
area and onto supporting material MO only. Equipment on
display may be presented on stands without the regulation

related to fire safety being adhered to. However, if this
exhibited material is used to decorate the partition walls or
false ceilings and if they represent more than 20 % of the total
surface of such elements, the regulations described in the
preceding paragraphs are applicable. However, the regulations
do not apply to specialist interior decoration exhibitions or
stands where such textiles and coating material are exhibited.
(1) Or subsequently treated to obtain these degrees of
inflammability.

- 222 - Curtains - Hangings - Muslins

Curtains, hangings and muslins may be left hanging loose, if
they fall within the categories MO, M1 or M2. However, they
may not be used on stand entry or exit doors, but are
authorized on doors for use inside stands.

- 223 - Paints and varnish

The use of glycero-nitrocrellulosic paints and varnishes is
strictly forbidden if they are considered to be easily
inflammable.

- 224 - Coating of floors, podiums, platforms, steps

Any such coating must be made of material in an M4 category
and solidly fixed. Coatings, horizontal or not, of podiums,
platforms and steps which are higher than 0.30 m and with a
surface area over 20 sq.m, may be made of materials in
category M3. If their total surface area is less than 20 sq.m, the
corresponding coatings may be made of materials in category
M4,

NOTE: For carpeting classified as M3 or M4 and laid on
wood, please take account of the laying method. Fir e
resistance notices must state “Suitable for stretch ed
laying over any M3 support”.

23 - Decoration items
- 231 - Suspended elements
Suspended decorative elements or coverings hanging
loose(advertising panels with a surface area over 0.50 sq.m,
garlands, any light decoration item, etc.) must be made of
material in the MO or M1 category.
The use of name board signs or advertising panels written out
in white letters on a green background is strictly forbidden, as
these colours are reserved exclusively for signs indicating Exit
or Emergency Exit gates.
- 232 - Flower decorations
Limited use should be made of floral decorations made out of
synthetic materials. If not, only plants and artificial flowers
made out of flame resistant cloth or fabric in category M2 will
be authorized. These rules do not apply to specialized
exhibitions and stands where such items are exhibited.
NOTE: As regards any real plants, preference should be
given to peat soil which should stay permanently mo ist.
- 233 - Furniture
There are no special requirements for standard furniture
(desks, tables, chairs and so on). But all racks, counters,
shelves and so on, must be made of material in an M3
classification (1).

24 - Awnings, ceilings and false ceilings
Stands covered by ceilings, false ceiling or an awning, as well
as stands with a raised floor level, should have a total covered
surface area less than 300 sq.m. If the surface area is over 50
sq.m, the stand should be provided with appropriate fire
extinguishers, permanently supervised by at least one person
in charge of fire safety during the time the public is present in
the building.
- 241 - Awnings
Awnings will be authorized under the following conditions:
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« they must be made of material classified as MO, M1 or M2 (1)
inside buildings equipped with an automatic fire extinguishing
device using water (2);

einside buildings without this kind of automatic fire
extinguishing device, awnings must be made of cloth classified
in category MO or M1.

They must also be fixed in a solid and effective manner so that
they do not fall down, and be supported by a crossed network
of steel wire; each grid mesh should be 1 sg.m maximum.

- 242 - Ceilings and false ceilings

Ceilings and false ceilings must be made of material classified
in category MO or M1. It will, however, be accepted that 25 %
of the total surface area of these ceilings or false ceilings will
made be of material in category M2. Lights and lamps are
included within this percentage. They must also be fixed in a
solid and effective manner so that they do not fall down, and
be supported by a crossed network of steel wire; each grid
mesh should be 1 sq.m maximum. If the ceiling or false ceiling
is made up of open-worked or net material, the material may
be within the M2 category when the unbroken (continuous)
surface area is less than 50 % of the ceiling/false ceiling total
surface area. The suspension device and fittings of these
ceilings and false ceilings must be made of material classified
in category MO. When there is a coating of insulating material
in these ceilings and false ceilings it must also be made of
category M1 material.

25 - Fireproofing
The person in charge of show security may ask exhibitors at
any time to produce the guarantee of the degree of fire
resistance of any material applied on their stands, either with
labels of quality, official reports or certificates. All coatings,
coverings and material meeting the requirements of security
are sold in specialized shops, where the quality certificates for
the classification of fire resistance may be obtained. For details
of these shops, please contact:

Using different procedures or applications, any material which
normally would be of medium or high inflammability may obtain
the M2 fireproofing qualification. These procedures are:
inflammable liquid spraying, brush application of a paint or
special varnish, or immersion in a special bath solution.
These fireproofing operations may be performed by:
« decorators, who must be able to provide full information
regarding the treatment of the material;
« an officially qualified person or contracting company who may
issue a sanctioned certificate providing the following
specifications:  nature, surface and colour or the
coating/covering treated, product applied, date of working
operation, stamp and signature of the work operator. Officially
qualified companies will normally be found on exhibition
premises and may perform such operations on behalf
exhibitors during the shows setting-up period. Full details of
names, addresses and telephone numbers may be obtained
from the GROUPEMENT TECHNIQUE FRANCAIS DE

NOTE: Fireproofing operations may only be performed on

wood panels or pure fabrics, or on fabrics with a | arge
proportion of pure fibbers (impossible on synthetic s or
plastics).

VERY IMPORTANT:

Certificates of foreign origin will not be taken in to
account. Only official reports from French qualifie d
laboratories will be accepted.

26 - Outdoor stands and CTS (Marquees, Tents and
Structures)
It is obligatory for any building or construction situated outside
the halls to be the subject of a file indicating its positioning on

the site, the construction plans with detailed measurements of
the surface area, number of levels, etc.

This file must be submitted for approval to the Safety Officer at
least two months before the event. In certain cases, the smoke
venting of the premises, a solidity-stability-assembly check and
a check of the electrical installations by an approved body may
be required. Definition of a CTS: Enclosed, mobile
establishment having a soft covering, for a variety of uses.

This type of establishment must possess a certifica te of
conformity issued by a Verification Agency for Marq uees,
Tents and Structures. Contact the Safety Officer (C  abinet
WATTEAU) who will provide details of the procedures to
follow.

31 - Electrical installation

Any electrical equipment or installation on stands should be
protected at source from excess and earth fault currents. All
metallic masses should be interlinked and also linked to the
earth connection of the connection panel on the stand. All
current connections should be placed inside shunt boxes.
There should be easy access to all disconnection devices at all
times.

32 - Electrical supplies
All electrical supplies should correspond to French and
European standards’ specifications in force.
- 321 - Electrical cables
Electrical cables should be insulated so that they can support a
minimum of 500 volts; this is a voltage that, for instance, the
cable H-03-VHHH (scindex) would not support. Only cables
with a separate cable covering for each wire conductor should
be used; all wire conductors should then have a common
protection covering.
- 322 - Wire conductor
The use of any wire conductor with a section under 1.5 mm2 is
forbidden.
- 323 - Electrical equipment
Any electrical equipment classified in category 0 (3) should be
protected by a device for nominal decompounded currents
equal to a maximum of 30 MA. Electrical equipment classified
in category | (3) should be connected to the protection
conductor of supply lines. Electrical equipment classified in
category Il (3) with the sign is recommended.
- 324 - Multiple plugs
Only socket adapters or multiple cases using a fixed adapter
cap (moulded multiple socket assembly) will be authorized.
- 325 - High voltage light signs
High voltage light signs which are positioned within the reach
of visitors or staff working on the stand should be protected,
particularly the electrodes, by means of a screen made of
material classified in category M3, as a minimum. The power
cut-off should be clearly indicated and all current transformers
positioned so that they represent no danger to any passing
person. Their presence may be indicated by a warning sign:
“DANGER HAUTE TENSION” (Danger high voltage).
- 326 - Halogen lamp (standard EN 60-598)
Stand lighting which incorporates halogen lamps must:
* be placed at a minimum height of 2.25 metres;
« be placed away from all inflammable materials (at least 0.50
metre from wood and other decorative materials);
« be solidly attached;
« be fitted with a safety screen (glass or fine tin mesh grid)
providing protection against the consequences of a possible
lamp explosion.
(3) As specified by the NF C 20-030 standard.

41 - Stands closed in by partition walls
Exhibitors sometimes prefer their stands to be closed in. In
such cases, the stands must have exits which open towards
the hall gangways, and respect decoration rules (page 17 n5).
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Their size and number will depend on the surface of the stand,
ie.

« less than 20 sq.m: 1 x 0.90 m opening;

* 20 - 50 sq.m: 2 openings, one 0.90 m, the other 0.60 m;

¢ 51 - 100 sqg.m: either 2 x 0.90 m openings, or 2 openings,
one

1.40 m, the other 0.60 m;

¢ 101 - 200 sg.m: either 2 openings, one 1.40 m, the other 0.90
m, or 3 x 0.90 m openings;

* 201 - 300 sq.m: 2 x 1.40 m openings;

¢ 301 - 400 sg.m: 2 openings, one 1.40 m, the other 1.80 m;
These openings must be positioned as effectively as possible
(one every six meters), preferably one facing the other. Each
of them should have a very clear “sortie” (exit) sign in white
letters on a green background.

If the openings are closed up by doors, these doors should
open up in the exit direction; they should not have any locking
system and not over swing the hall passageway when opened.

42 - Special requirement rooms

Apart from the use of special areas for exhibition purposes,
special assembly rooms, cinemas and so on, may be set out.
Galleries and terraced rooms or steps including standing room
should be able to support 600 kg per sq.m. Galleries and
terraced rooms or steps provided with seats should be able to
support 400 kg per sg.m.

Entry and exit steps towards terraced rooms or steps should
have a minimum height of 0.10 m and a maximum height of
0.20 m and the tread should be at least 0.20 m. In this is the
case, the flight of stairs is limited to 10 and the aligning of the
nosing of the stairs must not exceed 45° Since eac h case is
specific, a detailed plan should be submitted to the technical
advisor to the security services who will define which safety
measures should be applied.

5.1 — General rules
In accordance with the French NF P 06-001 standard, the
installation of raised levels should be constructed verysolidly
and be able to carry a load of:
« for a level of less than 50 sq.m: 250 kg per sg.m
« for a level of 50 sg.m and more: 350 kg per sq.m
In any case, the double-decker stand could have a ceiling.
ATTENTION: The load measurement system or the floor hold-
off certificate must be submitted to the exhibition security
manager during assembly.
Resistance to a plunger puncture of the construction material,
the hardness test, must not be higher than the resistance
authorized in the area concerned.
Each stand may include only one raised floor level. The
surface area of this level must be less than 300 sq.m. Each
stand should be equipped with the fire extinguishers as
follows:
« one wet fire extinguisher, to be placed at the bottom of the
staircase ;
« one C02 type extinguisher, close to the electricity panel. If the
surface area is superior to 50 sg.m, the stand should be
equipped with additional appropriate fire extinguishers,
permanently supervised by be at least one person in charge of
fire safety during any time the public is present in the building.

5.2 — Access and exit
The exact position of staircases leading to the raised, or upper,
level should only be determined after careful planning; their
size and number will depend on the surface area of these
levels:
* less than 20 sg.m: 1 x 0,9 m stair case;
¢ 20 - 50 sg.m : 2 staircases, one 0,90 m and the other one
0,60 m.
* 50 - 100 sqg.m: either 2 x 0.90 m staircases or 2 staircases,
one 1.40 m, the other 0.60m;
« 100 - 200 sq.m: 2 staircases, one 1.40 m, the other 0.90 m;
* 200 - 300 sg.m: 2 x 1.40 m staircases.

Only stairs which are at least 5 metres away will be taken into
account. All exits should carry a very clear “Sortie” (exit) sign in
white letters on a green background.

5.3 — Straight staircases
As regards straight staircases for public use, the steps should
correspond to standard regulations and each flight of stairs
should have no more than 25 steps.
As far as possible, each flight should continue at a different
angle to the preceding flight.
The height level between steps should be 13 cm minimum and
17 cm maximum, the size width of each step should be 28 cm
minimum and 36 cm maximum.
The following rule establishes the relation between the height
and width of steps: 0.60 m <2 H + G < 0.64 56 m. Height and
width must be consistent within the same flight of stairs,
although an exception may be made for the first step.
Staircase landings should be of the same size (width as the
staircase; if a flight does not continue at a different angle, the
length of the landing must be over 1 metre.
Staircases which are 0.8 m wide (single Passage Unit) should
be provided with one handrail (1 PU = 0.9 m).
Staircases which are 1.60 m wide or more (double Passage
Unit) must have one handrail on each side.

5.4 — Circular staircases
Circular staircases, ordinary ones or special ones, must be
constructed in regular progression with no other landing places
than those leading on to a floor level. The width and the height
at the centre of the steps
(0,6 m from the central part of the staircase) are exposed to
the same regulations mentioned in paragraph 5.3.

5.5 — Stair combining straight and spiral elements
On condition that booth the spiral and straight elements
conform to the aforementioned regulations, staircases of Hm3
type can be considered as complying with the regulations
defined above and, consequently, nothing prevents their being
used in establishments open to the public.

5.6 — Stair railings
In accordance with the French NF P 01-012 and NF P 01-013
standard, stair railings should be able to resist a pressure of
100 kg per linear metre.
Any glass panels used as a protection should either be armour
plated or should be a compound (laminated).
Glass known as “Securit” is forbidden.
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61 - General remarks
One bottle of gas, Butane or Propane, weighing a maximum of
13 kg, will be allowed per stand of 10 sq.m, with a maximum of
6 bottles per stand. The following precautions should be taken:
* There should be an empty space of at least 5 m between two
bottles, but this distance may be reduced if a rigid, 1 cm thick,
fire-proof screen separates them.
« Bottles, full or empty, are allowed in the exhibition halls only if
they have been previously connected to a gas device in use.
« Bottles without a pressure-reducing valve, and not in use for
demonstration purposes, are forbidden.
* The bottles may be connected to gas apparatus in operation
by standard flexible pipes. Such connecting pipes must
- be renewed at the expiry date;
- be of same diameter as the linking-pipes and be fitted with a
tightening-band;
- not exceed 2 metres in length;
- be totally visible, free to move and not bent;
- be at a distance which cannot be reached by flames of
burners or combustion products.

62 - Gas supply

If, and this should be an exception, one bottle supplies several
burners, the pipes connecting these burners must be of metal
(copper or steel). The use of soft metal soldering joints is
forbidden.

Bottles should always be placed upright and there must be free
access to the stop valve(s) under all circumstances. If the
bottles are located in a closed space, this space must have
ventilation openings at its base and upper part and be
unobstructed by any partition wall, piece of furniture or any
apparatus.

63 - Installation of cooking devices
In addition to the rules and regulations described above, the
following rules must be complied with:
* The ground (or table) supporting cookers must be made of
fire-proof material or covered with fire-resistant material
(French standard: MO).
« Cookers must be kept at a distance from any inflammable
material and must be installed in such a way as to prevent any
fire hazard.
« If these cooking devices are situated close to a partition wall,
this wall should be covered with a fire-resistant material
(French standard: M0) at a height of 1 metre from the ground.
« Cookers hoods must be installed above any apparatus giving
off exhalation and vapour.
* Fuse boxes should be at a distance of at least 1 metre from
any water supply point.
« All kitchen facilities should:
- include safety instructions (behaviour in case of fire
emergency, firemen’s number, etc.);
- be provided with one or several fire-extinguishers.

A preliminary declaration (see order form n9) for any machine
or engine displayed in actual operation should be submitted at
least one month before the opening of the event, in line with
the example declaration in the appendix. Only installations
used exhibitors, who have made this declaration, will be
authorized. All equipment on display must be properly
stabilized so as to avoid any risk of overturn.

All safety precautions and devices must be completed by the
time of the visit of the Security Commission. A qualified person
from the exhibiting company should be present on the stand
when this visit takes place.

No machine may be put into operation, or presented in
operation, without the presence of a qualified person on the
stand. The exhibitor will carry the entire responsibility for any
demonstration given.

The supply of electricity will be completely cut off on the stand
of an exhibitor where operational machines present a danger
for visitors and where the necessary safety precautions have
not been taken.

71 - Operational equipment in stationary position
All such equipment should:
« either be equipped with screens or fixed casing, which will
keep the public well away from any moving part;
« or be exhibited in such a way that all moving parts are out of
reach for visitors, or at least be positioned 1 metre from any
general hall gangway or passage.

72 - Equipment in motion

Whenever equipment is presented in motion, a protected area
should be reserved for these manoeuvres so that there will
always be a minimum distance of 1 meter between the
equipment and visitors; this minimum distance may be
increased according to the characteristics of the equipment on
display. These regulations will be valid for all stands, including
stands located outdoors.

73 - Equipment provided with hydraulic jack(s)
If material equipped with hydraulic jack(s) is exhibited in a
raised position, the hydraulic security device must be
safeguarded by a mechanical safety device which will stop any
accidental sinking down to the initial position.

74 - Thermal and combustion engines
Permission for the use of thermal and combustion engines
must be requested from the organizers at least 30 days before
the opening of the event. Such a request should be written on
separate sheets of paper (and, without fail, sent in together
with the Operating Certificate for Machine/Engine/Instrument
contained in the appendix). This request should clearly state
the kind and daily quantity of fuel to be used and be
accompanied by a technical data sheet for the engine/machine
and a layout drawing of the location of the engine/machine on
the stand. No engine/machine of this kind may be put into
operation if the necessary request for permission has not been
filed in due time.
NOTE: All combustion gas must be evacuated outside the
halls.

81 - General rules
The use of inflammable fluids on stands is limited to the
following quantities:
« 10 litres of inflammable liquids in the 2nd category per
10sq.m of stand surface area with a maximum of 80 litres;
« 5 litres of inflammable liquid in category 1.
The use of highly inflammable fluids or liquids (ethyl-oxide,
carbon disulphide and so on) is forbidden.
The following precautions should be observed:
- a leak proof collector with a volume capacity corresponding to
the volume of the combustible fluid should be placed
underneath the cans or container;
- the apparatus should be recharged when absolutely no
visitors are present;
- appropriate fire extinguishers, in line with the risks involved,
must be placed close by.

82 - Exhibition of motor vehicles inside halls
The fuel tanks of vehicles using petrol must be empty or
provided with a locking petrol cap. The battery clips of
accumulator batteries must be protected so that they are out of
reach.

83 - Presentation of inflammable products

All containers of inflammable fluids or liquids which are
presented on stands, must be empty (boxes of paint, varnish,
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bottles, aerosol cans and so on), with the exception of a limited
quantity of samples to be used for demonstration purposes.

84 — Prohibited equipment, materials products and g ases
Bottles of gas, nitrogen and carbon dioxide are authorized
without restriction.

1. The following items and activities are prohibited in the
exhibition halls (in accordance with article T45 of the safety
regulations):

- distribution of samples and products containing flammable
gas;

- balloons filled with a flammable or toxic gas;

- celluloid articles;

- presence of pyrotechnics or explosives;

- presence of ethyl oxide, carbon disulphide, sulphuric (ethyl)
ether and acetone (propanone).

2. It is prohibited to use acetylene, oxygen, hydrogen or any
gas presenting similar risks, unless special dispensation is
obtained from the competent administrative authorities (i.e.
Prefecture, Safety Commission). Contact the Safety Officer
(Cabinet WATTEAU, Tel.: +33 (0)6 85 94 49 57, Fax: +33 (0)1
70 10 67 89 or e-mail: cab.watteau@numericable.com) at least
one month in advance of the beginning of the exhibition for
information about the required administrative procedures.
NOTE: No storage of bottles, empty or full, will be allow ed
inside the halls.

85 — Smoke generator
The use of smoke producing devices for the creation of special
smoke and light effects requires a special authorization from
the administrative authorities (i.e. Prefecture, Safety
Commission) at least one month in advance of the beginning
of the exhibition. Contact the Safety Officer. He will inform you
about the required administrative procedures to obtain this
authorization.
Such a request should be made on separate sheets of paper
(and, without fail, sent in together with the Operating Certificate
for Machine/Engine/Instrument contained in the appendix).
This request should clearly state kind and daily quantity of gas
to be used and be accompanied by:
« a technical data sheet for the engine/machine;
« a layout drawing of the location of the engine/machine on the
stand.
No engine/machine of this kind may be put into operation if the
request for permission has not been filed in due time

91 - Radioactive substances
Permission to present radioactive substances on exhibition
stands may only be granted for demonstrations of equipment
and in cases where the radioactivity levels of such substances
are below:
¢ 37 kilobecquerels (1 micro curie) for those made up of or
containing radio elements in group | (4);
¢ 370 kilobecquerels (10 micro curies) for those made up of or
containing radio elements in group Il (4);
« 3,700 kilobecqurels (100 micro curies) for those made up of
or containing radio elements in group 111 (4);
Exceptions may be granted for the use of substances with a
higher radioactivity on condition that the following steps are
taken:
« The radioactive substances must be effectively protected;
e Their presence must be marked by standard ionizing
radiation diagrams defined by the NF M 60-101 standard. Their
type and radioactivity must also be marked,;
* Steps must be taken to make it impossible for the public to
remove them. Such steps must include either a system of
attachment to an instrument in use requiring disassembly with
the aid of a tool, or the positioning of equipment at a distance;
* They must be watched at all times by one or more specially
appointed exhibitors;
« After the surveillance period, even if no member of the public
is present, the radioactive substances must be stored in a fire-

proof container clearly showing the standard symbol for
ionizing radiation;

e The equivalent dosage rate must remain below 7.5
microsieverts per hour (0.75 man equivalent millrads per hour)
throughout the stand.

The use of radioactive substances requires a special
authorization from the administrative authorities (i.e.
Prefecture, Safety Commission) at least one month in advance
of the beginning of the exhibition. Contact the Safety Officer.
He will inform you about the required administrative
procedures to obtain this authorization. This request must be
written on separate sheets of paper (and, with the Operating
Certificate for Machine/Engine/ Instrument contained in the
appendix) and should specify: the type and radioactivity of the
substances and the group to which they belong, the name and
position of the person(s) appointed to watch them, and should
be accompanied by:

- a technical data sheet for the instrument/machine;

- layout drawing of the location of the instrument/machine on
the stand,;

- a document compiled and signed by the installer certifying
compliance with these regulations.

No instrument or machine of this type must be put into
operation if the request for permission has not been in due
time.

VERY IMPORTANT:

Stands where radioactive substances are presented m  ust
be built and decorated with category M1 materials.

92 - X-Rays
Permission to present instruments releasing X-rays on
exhibition stands will only be granted if such instrument and
their associated accessories meet the requirements laid down
by the NF 74-100 standard.
In particular, the following steps must be taken:
« Unnecessary objects near the X-ray generator and sample to
be examined must be removed,;
¢ The area out of bounds to the public must be marked and
signposted;
* The leaked radiation exposure rate must not exceed 0.258
microcoulombs per kilo per hour (1 millirongen hour) at a
distance of 0.10 meter from the X-ray generation centre. The
use of instruments or machines releasing X-rays requires a
special authorization from the administrative authorities (i.e.
Prefecture, Safety Commission) at least one month in advance
of the beginning of the exhibition. Contact the Safety Officer.
He will inform you about the required administrative
procedures to obtain this authorization.
This request must be written on separate sheets of paper (to
be sent in together with the Operating Certificate for
Machine/Engine/ Instrument contained in the appendix) and
must be accompanied by:

Indoor use of lasers will be authorized under the following
conditions:

« Visitors must in no way be exposed to a direct or reflected
laser beam;

* The apparatus and associated equipment must be solidly
fixed to a stable surface or elements;

» The direct surroundings of the apparatus as well as the beam
scanning space must not contain any reflecting elements with
the wavelengths in question;

* The casing box for the laser and its possible optic derivation
device must be in class | or Il (5);
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« For tests performed when no visitors are present, exhibitors
should ensure that the heat energy resulting from the light of
the laser beams does not cause any reaction in terms of the
installation and decoration material on the stand.

The use of instruments or machines releasing X-rays requires
a special authorization from the administrative authorities (i.e.

On stands equipped with fire plugs with hose and spout there
must be a free passage of 1 metre from the closest hall
gangway for public passage to this safety device; no material
or exhibits must obstruct the way.

It is strictly forbidden to cover up the device with any fabric or
panelling.

It is forbidden to stock any cases, wood, straw, cardboard
boxes, etc. on stands or free passages close to stands. A daily
cleaning is necessary to remove dust and rubbish from all
stands and structures. All garbage resulting from the daily
cleaning should be removed every day and brought outside
the exhibition premises before the opening to the public.

In accordance with the general conditions of occupation of
Paris expo, every exhibitor, by the sole fact of his participation,
declares that he waives any claim that he or his insurers would
have the right to exert against the organiser, Viparis and their
insurers for any direct or indirect damage that the latter might
cause to his goods or his employees.

It is up to each exhibitor to ensure that the insured capital is
sufficient to cover the totality of the goods which he is
exhibiting.

If the amount proves to be insufficient, the exhibitor will be able
to take out an additional guarantee using the attached form
provided for this purpose.

2°Excluded goods

GENERAL CONDITIONS

Only application forms entirely filled and duly signed will be
considered. If not accompanied by the payment of a deposit,
application forms will not be registered. Notwithstanding the
payment of the deposit, its invoicing and/or collection,
admission of the applicant or his company is subject to a
preliminary examination. In case of refusal, the applicant or his
company will be notified by the Organizer and the deposit will
be reimbursed. On the other hand, this sum collected from the
Exhibitor remains the property of the Organizer if the applicant
withdraws his participation (see withdrawal section). Admission
is validated by means of an official notice from the Organizer
or by the sending of an invoice, specifying the location, number
and area of the stand. In this respect, given the limitations
imposed by the placing of all the Exhibitors, the Organizer
reserves the right to modify the areas requested by the
Exhibitor and the corresponding invoice by 20% with out it
being possible for the Exhibitor to cancel participation
The Organizer is the only one to decide stand locations.
Applications received after July 17th, 2009 must include the
total payment incl. VAT, of the participation.

The signature of the application form is binding. Exhibitors
must notify the Organizer of any withdrawal by registered post
with acknowledgement of receipt. If withdrawal occurs before
June 13th, 2009, the Exhibitor's deposit will be retained in
compensation.

undertakes to abide by the insurance conditions, regulatory
safety and prevention measures, customs formalities as well
as instructions for the fitting of stands.

The Exhibitor is solely responsible for the content of
information supplied by himself and intended for online
publication on the show's website, in particular, concerning
products and/or services, characteristics, performance, prices,
etc. The Exhibitor guarantees the Organizer the legal character

The exhibitor is directly responsible for the protection,
intellectual or industrial, of materials, products, services and
trademarks displayed, in respect of the applicable rules and
legislation. The Organizer cannot be held responsible for any
dispute involving the above quoted topics, especially in case of
litigation with another exhibitor or visitor. Should a counterfeit
be stated by a Court, what ever the date is, the Organizer will
be enforced to ask the exhibitor concerned to act so that he
remains in ad equation with the judicial decision. Should
however the conformity still not be respected, the Organizer
keeps the right not to admit the Exhibitor, or to enforce
adequate penalties, according to the present document, with
no compensation or financial repair.

In case of breach of the general Conditions and/or specifics

Importers
must include a certificate of representation rights (form
enclosed) with their application to participate, from the
manufacturer whose brands and products they represent at the
show, allowing presenting them on the show. Any dispute with
importers must be settled by the manufacturer, and no liability
on the part of the Organizer can be sought. In the event that a
brand on display is not mentioned in the -certificate of
representation rights, the Organizer will be entitled to invoice
the Exhibitor for a penalty of 930 € VAT excl., and to have the
products of the disputed brand removed from the stand. The
products and services presented must be on the list
established by the Organizer (see appended nomenclature
and catalogue entry request). Registration fees amount to
€650 by firm represented and €100 by brand represented from
the 6th brand, the first five brands being free of charge. This
fee allows a represented company to be included in the list of
exhibitors and to include its registered office and stand number
in the official show catalogue (refer to the attached
Representation Certification form).

The organizer draws the show plans and makes stand
placements. Participation at previous editions of the show does
not entitle Exhibitors to a particular stand location in his favour.
Stand location attribution will be done according to the date of
reception of application forms. Only those exhibitors having
sent back their application forms before the 15th December
2008 will be invited to choose their stand placement. All the
application forms received after this date will be placed
automatically.

Subletting or transfer free of charge to a third party of all or a
part of a stand is forbidden. Any plan for joint participation at
the same stand must be submitted for prior written approval to
the Organizer. In the event that the Organizer accepts this
plan, each company present at the stand must pay its own
registration and insurance fees (Exhibitor’'s pack), that is 930 €
VAT excl.

If a company is present at a joint stand without having obtained
prior permission from the Organizer, it can be excluded from
the show without prior notice and without prejudice to any
claim for damages.

The installation of a stand is exclusively incumbent on the
Exhibitor, who can arrange the interior of his stand according
to his own taste within the limits of the general regulations
appearing in the Exhibitor Guide. You will find stand
construction regulations in the “Exhibitor's Guide”. Exhibitors
must in this case present a stand design project for the
Organizer’s approval.

Any breach of this obligation may lead to the immediate
dismantling of the offending stand.

Any plans for installing a stand with a mezzanine MUST
ABSOLUTELY be presented to the Organizer of the EQUIP
AUTO 2009 Exhibition. The Exhibitor or the installer must
submit an application including the calculations of a
supervisory service.

When assembly has been completed an on-site check and a
technical report prepared by an approved organization are
mandatory. These documents will be presented when the
Safety Commission carries out inspection of the sites.

You have signed a contract with one or more firms for the construction of your stand. You are therefore
considered to be the construction project’s primary contractor and o riginator .

In accordance with Article L. 235-4 of the French Labour Code, in certain circumstances you must appoint a
safety coordinator who will draw up an appropriate General Coordination Plan for your work  based on
the General Coordination Instructions

This General Coordination Plan (GCP) must be brought to the attention of all firms, including each supplier
involved with your stand.

DOT is at your disposal for any information you may need in establishing the provisions described in the
GCP.

Each and every company involved in stand set-up and disassembly is responsible for the safety of its
worksite, especially in relation to third parties.

Every company involved in set-up and disassembly operations:

- must hold insurance policies that provide full coverage for their activities and work,

- must comply with established regulations  regarding hygiene, health and safety (including compliance
with speed limits and the direction of traffic, the use or proper handling and operating equipment...)

You must comply with safety rules and instructions at all times when unloading or loading your
products or equipment.

If you need to establish a Health and Safety Coordi  nation process: you must appoint a Health and
Safety Coordinator , through your stand professional or decorator if need be, and provide the coordinator’s
name and contact information to DOT’s Health and Safety Coordinator.

In accordance with the Show Special Regulations, the organiser can close an exhibitor's stand in the event
of counterfeit duly noted by decision of the courts.

No measure closing a stand can be required from the organiser without a court decision with immediate
effect, i.e., generally, an order of summary procedure by the Judge concerned noting the counterfeits made
on this stand.

The proof of acts of counterfeit submitted to the Judge requires the intervention of a Bailiff who must be
authorized by order of the President of the Court if this Bailiff must enter the stand to establish an official
counterfeit seizure report.

A Bailiff can be called upon without legal authorization, if the Bailiff can note the counterfeit from one of the
aisles of the Show, without entering the litigious stand, provided the Bailiff has previously presented himself
to the Show Organiser.

In the event of recourse to a Bailiff, the latter can be selected from among the Bailiffs working within the
jurisdiction of VILLEPINTE, some of whom are listed below:
